Requirement

Mailing address required; if homeless can register by using descriptive location where one usually
resides (ex: street corner, park, shelter, etc.)

ID requirement

Valid Driver's License; Alabama Law Enforcement Agency Digital Driver's License; Valid non-driver ID;
Alabama Law enforcement Agency Digital Non-Driver ID; Valid Alabama Photo Voter ID; Valid State
Issued ID; Valid Federal Issued ID; Valid US Passport; Valid Alabama Government Employee ID; Valid
student or employee ID from a college or university in the State of Alabama; Valid Military ID, or
Valid Tribal ID. If voter doesn't possess any of these forms of ID, they are eligible to receive a
free Alabama photo voter ID card.
